   The Q & A session  was  devoted to dis-
cussion of faster connections  than POTS 
( plain old telephone service.)  Robert  
Simmonds asked about progress in DSL 
(Digital Subscriber Line) installation.   
Bill W.  said  DSL  works within 3 miles 
of a switch center.   The  URL  www.
dslreports.com tells the nearest DSL loca-
tions for your address.  Robert S said  
business will be connected first and it may 
be nine months before  any residential in-
stallations are done.  There is currently a 
30 day wait for businesses.  The big ad-
vantage of DSL  is speed. It is 20 to 60 
times faster than a 56k modem, and you 
always have a connection. 
   Bell Atlantic customers pay  $300.00 for 
a network card,  $75.00 installation fee, 
$75 a month, plus another few hundred 
monthly charges. 
   DSL service for business  is guaranteed, 
so if it is down for one hour, that day is 
free. Residential service does not share 
this guarantee. 
   Bill said bi-directional cable is faster, 
but slows down as more customers are 
added. DSL is a separate wire pair phone 
line and uses a different frequency from 
old telephones so there is no interference. 
Even so Bell Atlantic insists on installing 
a separate line for it.   
 
   Robert Simmonds asked about ShotGun.  

Bill W said it uses 2 modems and 2 
phone lines and doesn’t work.   
 
   ISDN ( Integrated Services Digital 
Network) works but the cost is high: 
$40.00 a month plus 1¢ a minute for 
local calls and  35¢  a minute for The 
Microsoft Dictionary (1993) says:” The 
ISDN is built on two main types of 
communications channels: a B chan-
nel, which carries data at  a rate of 
64Kbps  ( kilobits per second) and a D 
channel, which carries control infor-
mation at either 16 or 64 Kbps…. 
When  fully implemented ( possibly 
around the turn of the century) the 
ISDN is expected to provde users with  
faster, more extensive communication 
services”

giving out some source code.  63,000 
errors were found in 2.6 million lines 
of code.  The code is written in C+ and 
Assenbler, and fills 16 CD’s.  
 
   Jim Russ said he used a free down-
load of Linux from Corel and managed 
3 crashes in 3 installs.  The same pro-
gram can be had on disk for $4.95

   The first thing I learned from Jim’s 
presentation is that Outlook is a Microsoft 
program designed to be a full service per-
sonal information manager (PIM),  and 
that Outlook Express is an e-mail program 
from Microsoft which does nothing but e-

mail and that it is quite possible to have 
one without the other, in the earlier ver-
sions at least.  .  Beyond that my notes are 
not clear and I turned to the web for help.  
You can read several reviews of Outlook 
at MicrosoftOutlook.com Here are ex-
cerpts from one. Jim was showing us Out-
look 2000  The review I found cited Out-
look 98.  In spite of  Microsoft’s  version 
numbers, this should give you a fair idea 
of what the program offers.  Outlook Ex-
press came bundled with my newest ma-
chine,   about 8 months ago,   but did not 
include Outlook. 
 
“…the outlook for Microsoft's combina-
tion e-mail client and PIM is very good 
indeed. In Microsoft Outlook 98, Micro-
soft has retooled the program's e-mail 
capabilities, creating the most powerful 
e-mail client we've seen to date. Out-
look 98 offers support for every stan-
dard under the sun, the most flexible 
interface, the most powerful folder 
management, and comprehensive yet 
easy-to-use message filtering. …” 
We tested the second public beta of 
Outlook 98. The final version should 
be available by the time you read this. 
It will be a free download for a limited 
time, after which it will cost $110 
(street). Registered users of Microsoft 
Office 97 can upgrade for free. 
Described as a desktop information 
manager, Outlook 98 merges e-mail 
with a calendar, contact manager, task 
list, journal, and sticky-note pad. The 
newest component is Outlook Today, a 
single screen that shows at a glance 
your appointments and tasks for the 
upcoming one to five days, as well as 
the status of your e-mail in-box. A 
search field lets you quickly retrieve 
contact records. 
The folder views in Outlook 98's Inbox 
are highly customizable. You can con-
figure all of the columns (Subject, 
Date, Priority, and so on).

HOW BIG IS A TWIP?              
>Access allows you to use almost any 
unit of measure you like when work-
ing with objects. For example, you 
can specify an object's size in inches 
or centimeters. Access itself, on the 
other hand, uses a  measurement 
known as twips. You can use the fol-
lowing information to  help convert a 
unit of measure to twips:  
> 
>* 1 inch equals 1440 twips  
>* 1 centimeter equals 567 twips  
>* 1 font point equals 20 twips  
 
Editor’s question: Is this true? Can 
you add any explanation for such a 
weird word?

Bill’s answer: 
   Yes, there is a TWIP. It was origi-
nally an acronym but I've forgotten 
what it expanded  to . The most im-
portant conversion for a twip is the 
one value that changes with every 
video card: twips per pixel. It's typi-
cally in a range of 8 to measurement 
makes certain that the relative size 
and positioning of screen elements 
stays the same, regardless of the pixel 
resolution (640x480, 1152x864, etc) 
or physical display size (15 inch, 32 
inch) of the user's system.  
 
   The basic twip ratio of 20 twips/
point was thought to be such an ex-
treme number that it would last for-
ever... as of this writing, it should be 
valid for about another four or five 
years.

   “Spent $40 on MusicWritePlus, 
which creates and opens and edits midi 
and its native format files, plays each 
note you write in so you can tell if it's 
the right one, plays the whole piece of 
course, and then prints beautiful sheet 
music with guitar chords if you want 
and numbered measures. Absolutely 
amazing. More expensive ones do 
more, of course, but this does what I 
need at the moment. Word processing 
for music. What a stunning machine 
this is.

Web Page maintenance and 
Domain Names 
 By Stewart and  Dunbar 
 You may wonder why companies have 
web maintenance staffs. I write the ma-
terial for my web site, and Liz posts it 
and does the page designs.  Here are  
her notes, just for one evening, regard-
ing the errors found that day.  
 
  " Hey, these are easy - just typos in 
link code. All fixed. Except I seem to 
have totally lost the Sliced Bread jour-
nal, can't find it anywhere on my 
hard disk - but if you can re-send it, I 
can fix that one. (You may have 
not noticed that Sliced Bread isn't an 
underlined link at the moment 
because I knew it was a lost file so I 
made it not a link but didn't take 
out the name because that would leave a 
hole in the two-column table. 
 
   Where I started to fix it - at the begin-
ning. Actually, Dreamweaver has 
sitewide broken link checking, which 
one can fix with sitewide find and 
replace, and after I did that I opened 
and checked for standard format al 
the journal and recipe files, then saved 
them with better names, then did 
the sitewide replace to put the new file-
names in all the right places. So 
the only remaining mistakes were true 
typos - the ones you found. Took 
about 3 hours. 
 
   Gives new meaning to 'what a tangled 
web we weave,' doesn't it. And yes, 
this stays fun - remember the alterna-
tive is to keep untangling City's 900 
pages with who knows how many 
links." 
 

ACCESS 
     by Evelyn Stewartby Evelyn Stewart 
   Months ago I asked for help in saving  
the club data base which I had painstak-
ingly learned to create on the hard drive 
of the E machine downstairs. I wanted to 
make copies for other officers and I 
wanted to transport it to the upstairs ma-
chine (commonly known as Snooty.)  
One member told me Access files are too 
big to save on floppies.  Several mem-
bers sent disks of software designed to 
split files among several disks.  No mat-
ter what I tried, the process stopped at  
"Cannot find A:\hccgroup.  Well, of 
course not, you stupid machine, the file I 
want is on C: Then I went to Warren 
Community College   (Rt. 57 slightly 
west of Washington NJ) and took an 8 
hour 1 day course in Access.  My prob-
lem was solved in the first half  hour of 
the course. 
 
   I came home to the E machine, put a 
floppy in  drive A:,  selected File/New/
Blank/Create, and THIS time I read the 
fine print where it says Save In. on the 
very next screen . After all these years of 
learning to save as soon as you have 
done some work, suddenly  you have to 
learn to save BEFORE you do any work, 
to whatever destination you want to end 
with.   So I saved to a file named A:
\HCC.db  ( which renamed itself db1). 
Then I told A:  to IMPORT the HCC file  
from C:. No problem. 
 
I brought the disk up to Snooty, where 
the file opened with its original name of 
HCCgroup.  My Computer checked  out 
the  properties  and  reported  that  the 
club data base  uses 134 KB   leaving 
1.25 MB free, more if I  want to com-
press the file.   This is a data base with  
over 200 entries ,  each with  about 25 
fields.   
 
Warren CCC is highly recommended.   
Parking and building are on the same 
level, with no steps.  The office staff is 
friendly.  Keith Orlovsky, who directs 

Web Page maintenance and 
Domain Names

 You may wonder why companies have 
web maintenance staffs. I write and e-
mail the material for my web site, and 
Liz posts it and does the page designs.  
Here are  her notes, just for one even-
ing, regarding the errors found that 
day.  
 
  " Hey, these are easy - just typos in 
link code. All fixed. Except I seem to 
have totally lost the Sliced Bread jour-
nal, can't find it anywhere on my hard 
disk - but if you can re-send it, I can 
fix that one. (You may  not have no-
ticed that Sliced Bread isn't an under-
lined link at the moment because I 
knew it was a lost file so I made it not 
a link but didn't take out the name be-
cause that would leave a hole in the 
two-column table. 
 
   “Where I started to fix it - at the be-
ginning. Actually, Dreamweaver has 
sitewide broken link checking, which 
one can fix with sitewide find and 
replace, and after I did that I opened 
and checked for standard format all the 
journal and recipe files, then saved 
them with better names, then did 
the sitewide replace to put the new file-
names in all the right places. So the 
only remaining mistakes were true ty-
pos - the ones you found. Took about 3 
hours. 
 
  “ Gives new meaning to 'what a tan-
gled web we weave,' doesn't it. And 
yes, this stays fun - remember the al-
ternative is to keep untangling the 
school’s 1200 pages with who knows 
how many links." 
  
  In addition, exploring Bill's com-
ments about domain names,  I reserved 
a name for $35.00 for one year.  Then I 
paid $50 for a year of  URL Forward-
ing, which I now know means that if 
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Website Maintenance continued 
 you type Friendlycook.org  you immedi-
ately arrive at the original Crosswinds 
address where the material is posted. It 
also means that paying Registry. Com 
does not  protect your site from Cross-
wind's down time problems. A free serv-
ice from Registry shows all the domain 
names similar to yours, in case you want 
to  sue somebody, or buy another do-
main name to keep someone from using 
it.

  To get a  font from the Web to your 
program,  click on the font on the web 
page,  choose download to disk or copy 
to disk,  note where it is downloading.  
It will be a zip file, which Winzip will 
find for you. Unzip  and again note 
where it is going.  My unzipped files go 
to C:\unzipped.  Not too obscure. Then 
open My Computer,   Control Panel, 
Fonts,  and screen directions will take 
you the rest of the way.  Be sure to no-
tice the name of the font on the install 
screen.  Davy’s dingbats3, for instance,  
turns up on the font list as Davy’s other 
dingbats.  In MS Pub it doesn’t even 
have a name.  It shows  up as a row of 
dingbats at the alphabetical place for 
Davy’s.  More about Dingbats in the 
December HCC Newsletter. The back 
page border is found in Pub\Format\Line
